We are also trying  rent a 
coliseum in Santa Elena for meeting and to see the Lord work what he wants to 
through signs, wonders and miracles. We are going to many of the prisons also. We 
are so grateful for your  giving to make these trips and all the salvation and the 
expansion of God's Kingdom.
